Welcome to The West Baton Rouge Foundation for Academic Excellence Grants for Teachers program!  Grants for Teachers provide individual teachers up to $1,000 per grant for innovative and creative projects, which promote academic excellence.  These grants are made possible by the West Baton Rouge Foundation endowment fund.
APPLICATION GUIDELINES AND GENERAL INFORMATION   

1. All grants must have an academic focus.  All grants must focus on balanced, developmentally appropriate instruction and comprehensive learning opportunities.  

2. Applications are anonymous.  Applications will be DISQUALIFIED if they include name(s) or school references in any section other than the Cover Sheet.  
3. Grants must be original and applications should not be shared or copied and submitted by another applicant.  Grants that have duplicate wording will be disqualified.  
4. Who is eligible?  Any West Baton Rouge Parish public school teacher (regular/special education),

Pre-K - 12, employed full-time by the West Baton Rouge Parish Public School System directly involved in the instruction of children, as well as Holy Family School.  A teacher may make only one application per grant cycle.

5. How do I apply?  Fill out the West Baton Rouge Foundation Grant Application and return the correct number of copies of each section to the West Baton Rouge School Board Office by 4:00 pm, Monday, September 18, 2023.  OR you can mail the application and copies to The West Baton Rouge Foundation, P.O. Box 41, Port Allen, LA  70767.  Submit:  Cover Sheet (1 copy, signed by you and your Principal) and 4 copies of the application (Pages 1-3).  Cover sheet should be stapled to one application only.  ALL GRANT APPLICATIONS CANNOT EXCEED 3 PAGES.  OR you can email your completed application with cover sheet to:  wbr.foundation@wbrschools.net 
6. How will applications be evaluated?  Applications will be evaluated on a competitive basis by a Grant Review Committee and a Team of Readers composed of community, education and business volunteers. 

7. What are allowable expenditures?  Budget requests may include materials and equipment needed to accomplish the project.  Substitute pay, requests for teacher travel for training, and stipend pay for teacher trainings will NOT be funded.  Student hands-on projects are preferred.  Projects cannot displace or replace programs funded through the West Baton Rouge Parish General Fund, the Minimum Foundation Program (MFP) or the State General Fund.

8. What is the timetable?  


a) Grant writing Workshops will be held as requested by the school from 08/23-9/12/23

b) Deadline for receipt of applications will be Monday, September 18, 2023, at 4:00 pm.


c) Grants will be awarded at school locations by the middle of October 2023.


d) All grant purchases must be complete by December 11, 2023 with copies of all receipts and reporting 



form completed and returned to the WBR Foundation Office.


d) Selected projects will be for implementation and completion during the 2023-24 school year.

e) Project Evaluations will be due May 6, 2024 at the WBRSB Office.
